100" Anniversary Celebration
TIMES GONE BY'...

On March 20, 1944 Georgia Cookson
was married to Burns Knowlton (now
deceased). They were married by
Father Carey. Mrs. Knowlton currently
resides at the Newport Inn. This
appears to be the oldest marriage in St.
Agnes records with at least one spouse
surviving and living in the parish.

In the 1945 Year Book Father Carey
reported that the outside of the Church
had been painted and the roof
reshingled. A great amount of work was also done on and
around the altar. The original Stations of the Cross, which
apparently were out of proportion and hung every which way
over the windows, were replaced by beautiful oil paintings
appropriate to the size of the Church. The Most Reverend
Bishop Joseph Edward McCarthy came to Pittsfield
personally on December 10, 1945 to bless and erect the
crosses which hang over each of the Fourteen Stations.

The Parish Year Book of 1945 indicated that there was one
Sunday Mass offered at 9:00 A. M.
